of these in a broad brush presentation. Each of these
tools is available either on the Mathsqgl web server or for
download from that server.

B Grading and attendance tracking. A Windows-based program
that downloads your complete schedule and can upload grades to
WebCT. Entering student grades and attendance is as easy and fast as using an adding
machine.

B Web-based scheduling for office hours. You create the slots and the student selects times.
The system generates emails for scheduled or cancelled appointments. This is a great tool for
advisors to keep track of advisees.

B Online email system. Pick one or more students or an entire class from your schedule.

B Online evaluation system. Simple editor to create questions and surveys. Guarantees student
anonymity and includes a variety of nice reports.

B Online quiz/exam system. Create exams with matching, multiple-choice, true-false, and essay
guestions. Your computer can grade all but the essay questions but the essay questions can be
graded on-line as you view the student's answer and the correct answer. Generates a variety of
nice reports and allows students to see their exam results online.
