Students who complete this course should be able to demonstrate a basic understanding
of mathematical logic; use mathematics to solve scientific or mathematical problemsin
college classes; express relationships in the symbolic language of mathematics; and
appreciate the role of probability and statistics in analyzing natural phenomena.

Course Description: Algebraof real and complex numbers. Algebra of polynomials. The
function concepts. Linear, quadratic, polynomial functions. Inverse functions, exponential and
logarithmic functions. Polynomial, exponentia and logarithmic equations. System of equations.
Matrices and determinants.

Prerequisite: A grade of B- or better in MA100, or satisfactory score on the Math Placement
Exam.
