Students who complete this course should be able to demonstrate a basic 
understanding of mathematical logic; use mathematics to solve scientific or 
mathematical problems in college classes; express relationships in the symbolic 
language of mathematics; and appreciate the role of probability and statistics in 
analyzing natural phenomena.

(1) A review and extension of algebra skills 
(2) Basic Financial Math 
(3) Introductory Probability and Statistics

final exam is worth 28%.
