CHA26 - Operating System Design

Attendance:

Attendance is required and will be checked daily. In case of an illness or other emergency that
results in class absence, you are responsible for keeping up with assignments. Do not assume that | know
you are ill. Documentation will be required for excused absences. Use e-mail to let me know.

Assignments:

Homework will be assigned daily and must be completed daily if you expect to make a reasonable
grade in the course. | suggest you study your text with a highlighter and pencil handy. Highlight important
ideas and note passages about which you have a question. Keep your class notes and homework in a loose-
leaf notebook, not written in the text.

This class will mostly be alecture with no actual programming. However, we will be code reading
the examples in the book and discussing programming examples. Some programming assignments may be
made for the laptop depending upon availability of test platforms.

Occasionally you may be assigned to a group to do exploration-type problems. The group may have
to meet outside of class to finish the work. Every student must participate in group work. A signature from
each person in the group is required when the solution to the assignment is submitted. These assignments
will be due as announced in class. Each member of a group earns the same grade that will count as a quiz.
Participation of each individual will be a consideration. As with quizzes, it usualy is not possible to make-
up amissed group assignment.

Tests & Quizzes.

Severa will be given! Each will be worth 10 points each (see grading system below). Most quiz
questions will be taken directly from your homework notebook and class notes so you will only have time
to copy your answers from your notebook, not solve the problems. No make-up quizzes will be given.
There will be about four 100-point tests after each major section of material. Tests will cover reading,
homework, and concepts discussed in class. No test scores will be dropped. Y ou must take tests and quizzes
at their scheduled times. No make-up is possible for any test unless you notify me befor e test time or have a
very good excuse. A documented excuse is hecessary in order to take a make-up test. Grades on quizzes and
tests are not "curved." The comprehensive final exam will be worth 200 points.

Class participation:

As noted above, if you want to succeed in this class, you need to do the work, attend class, and
participate in class discussions. | will know those that are realy trying and those that are not and it can
affect your grade. If you are having trouble, | want you to ask for help and ask questionsin class. The
only stupid question isthe one you failed to ask and then missed a question on a quiz or test!
